	The status for this item states “Pending.  This item will not be addressed until Congress has addressed pending legislation.”  Based on this status, the annual item should be moved to Provisional.  Since there are unknowns as to when and if this item can be addressed it is a good candidate for a Provisional item rather than an active Annual Plan item.  If and when Congress acts on pending legislation the item can then be moved back to an active item.  In the past there was the notion that if something is moved to Provisional it will never be addressed; this is not the case.
