Westar Energy, Inc. submits the following informal comments:

The DSM/EE Subcommittee is proposing the use of Coefficient of Variation (c.v.) to calculate sample size.  They propose a c.v. of 0.5 for homogenous populations & 1.0 for heterogenous populations.  Using 90/10 & a c.v. of 0.5 calculates to a sample of size of 68.  The sample size would be 271 for 90/10 & a c.v. of 1.0 (almost quadruple the size of the homogenous group).  The bigger the sample size, the more expensive it becomes.  Will homogeneity/heterogeneity be defined at the general population level or at subpopulation levels?
