	Mr. Van Ausdall welcomed the participants on the phone.  Mr. Booe provided the antitrust guidance and Mr. Ausdall reviewed the agenda posted for the meeting and asked if there were any comments or contributions submitted prior to the meeting.  Mr. Booe responded that the Mr. Tillman and Mr. Villarreal submitted comments on the latest draft of the recommendation.  Mr. Van Ausdall recommended that the agenda be modified to reflect a review of the comments.  Ms. Zientara moved to adopt the agenda as modified and Ms. Rodoni seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.

	Review of Comments
	Mr. Van Ausdall recommended that the Task Force postpone the review of the comments submitted by Mr. Tillman until he is available for discussion.  Mr. Booe stated that he will contact Mr. Tillman concerning his availability.  The participants reviewed the comments submitted by Chris Villarreal of the California PUC.  Ms. Rodoni noted that the comments are requesting more clarity around the termination process and stated that giving the utility the authority to terminate the relationship with the third party is necessary in the event that the third party misuses customers’ data.  Mr. Van Ausdall recommended focusing on a process for suspending the relationship pending an investigation rather than terminating the relationship.  The participants discussed the development of a use case for such an event.  Mr. Booe stated that he would contact Mr. Villarreal and request his participation during the next meeting.
Ms. Rodoni noted that a gap analysis needs to be conducted between the requirements included in the recommendation and the use cases included in the appendices.  Mr. Burns noted that the participants agreed to incorporate the Third Party Data Access (3PDA) use cases developed by the Advanced Security Acceleration Project for the Smart Gird (ASAP-SG) and that they have not added to the recommendation.  Mr. Booe noted that Mr. Mollerstuen is working to make that modification.  Ms. Rodoni stated that she would do a gap analysis between the 3PDA use cases and the requirements in the recommendation.  
Mr. Suarez noted that he submitted some comments on the recommendation that are not included in the latest version.  Mr. Booe stated that he would follow up with Mr. Suarez and include his comments in the next draft of the recommendation.

	Review of Schedule
	The participants reviewed the schedule and assignments document posted for the previous meeting.  Mr. Van Ausdall noted that it needed to be updated.  Mr. Booe stated that he would schedule a co-chairs conference call for Mr. Van Ausdall and Mr. Mollerstruen to discuss the schedule and next steps.  Mr. Burns noted that it is very unlikely that the Task Force will meet the 1st Q deadline included in the current schedule.  Mr. Booe stated that he will make the REQ Executive Committee aware of the lapse.
