	Mr. Burns reviewed his slide presentation which details the methods he used to model the 3PDA use case – Retail Customer Establishes Relationship via Resource Custodian.  Mr. Tillman noted that the actor Resource Custodian should be changed to Retail Customer.  Mr. Burns stated that the presentation is only provided as an example and that the actor should be changed if included in future work products.  He stated that he will model the rest of the 3PDA use cases as done in the example and would appreciate it if a subject matter expert could review the draft and provide input.
