	Review of Requirements Analysis 
	Mr. Booe stated that his notes indicate that the Task Force did not complete the review of Ms. Rodoni’s Analysis of ESPI Requirements as supported by Security Profile for Third Party Access work paper.  The participants reviewed REQ.21.1.20 and discussed the use of the terms “reasonable and in timely fashion.”  Mr. Mollerstuen state that the language was left intentionally loose by the Open ADE Task Force to be less restrictive.  The participants supported that approach.  The participants reviewed REQ.21.1.21 and discussed whether access to the interface should be allowed again after denial.  The participants agreed to return to the item in a subsequent review.   
Mr. Villarreal stated that he submitted some issues to Mr. Booe that he would like to discuss related to references to the NISTIR and the requirement that a Third Party be authorized by an Authorizing Entity before providing services (specifically REQ.21.1.19).  Mr. Booe stated that NAESB standards may reference external documents but all references to external documents must cite specific publications and versions.   The participants discussed Mr. Villarreal’s second issue and decided to continue discussion as the recommendation develops.   

	Review of Draft Recommendation 
	Next, the participants reviewed the draft recommendation.  The participants discussed all redlines and comments and either accepted or rejected them during the review.  During the review Mr. Booe undertook to replace all instances of Resource Custodian with Data Custodian in the next version.  Mr. Mollerstuen undertook to review the next version provided by Mr. Booe and correct the Vizo diagrams so that they reference the correct actors and to revise the Minimal Guarantee statements so that they are all consistent.  The participants also agreed to have Mr. Van Ausdall review the Architecture Goals and Technical Guidelines sections of the appendix to determine if they should be incorporated into the Principles section of the recommendation.

	Next, the participants reviewed the highlighted sections of the  Schedule and Assignment Document (February 15, 2011) for accuracy.  The modifications made to the document will be posted for the March 15, 2011 meeting.
