	Use Case Review
	Mr. Van Ausdall reviewed the use cases contained in the recommendation as posted for the February 15, 2011 meeting.  He stated that he would like to recommend the addition of two use cases – (1) a use case for the establishment of the relationship between the Data Custodian and the Third Party and (2) a use case for the criteria negotiation between the Data Custodian and the Third Party.  The participants discussed the two use cases and Mr. Crowder agreed to develop a draft use case for the first scenario, establishing the account with the Data Custodian.  The participants agreed that the use case should not detail what is required to become an eligible Third Party and Mr. Van Ausdall recommended that a use case for terminating the relationship be created in addition.  Mr. Burns stated that the use case Mr. Van Ausdall is requesting already exists in use case seven as part of step two.  The participants discussed Mr. Burn’s statement and agreed that the step within in the use case needs elaboration.

The participants supported his recommendation and agreed to hold a conference call on Friday, March 18, 2011 from 3:00 pm to 5:00 pm Central for interested parties.  Mr. Van Ausdall will provide the conference bridge instructions via the email exploder.
