	PAP 10 Meeting
	Mr. Burns briefly discussed the SGIP PAP 10 meeting with the participants and noted that the meeting was held to promote the adoption of the NAESB Energy Usage Information (EUI) Model.  He stated that the PAP 10 group will continue to meet, even though the EUI Model has been adopted and meets the requirements for PAP 10, to encourage its use.  He also noted that the group reviewed the ESPI effort and requested additional participation within NAESB.

	Use Case 10
	Mr. Van Ausdall reviewed the proposed use case 10 with the participants developed by Scott Crowder.  A participant asked how the standard would affect parties that have existing contracts with third parties.  Mr. Van Ausdall stated that the standard is only applicable to parties without existing contracts.  The participants discussed the differences between using shared resource key versus shared identity key and the possibility of collapsing use cases 1 – 7.   Mr. Burns stated that he believes two additional use cases should be created and agreed to develop them for the next meeting.
