	Recommendation and Model Review
	Mr. Van Ausdall reviewed the updated recommendation and noted that most of the modifications made since the last meeting where grammatical and to correct errors.  He also removed all of the unused data elements and abstract services and added Appendix F to explain how the model in the recommendation relates to the NAESB EUI Model and the IEC CIM.  Mr. Burns recommended that the group take action on all of the items highlighted in yellow to be revisited.  Mr. Burns made a motion to accept Mr. Precht’s recommendation and move the highlighted principles to the model business practices section (REQ.21.3).
