	Recommendation and Model Review
	Mr. Van Ausdall reviewed the updated recommendation and the models that he incorporated with the participants.  The participants discussed the modifications Mr. Van Ausdall recommended to the term enrollment but ultimately decided that the term did not need to be included in the document.  The participants also discussed the pros and cons of using the term Authorizing Entity in the recommendation rather than Applicable Regulatory Authority and determined that Authorizing Entity may be more appropriate as it is much broader. Mr. Van Ausdall reviewed REQ.21.1.21 and potential global identifiers.  The participants supported conformance with IETF FRC 4122. 

Next, Mr. Van Ausdall reviewed the models included in the recommendation. Mr. Burns recommended that the model included in figure be extended to be more closely related to the NAESB EUI Model.  Mr. Van Ausdall stated that the genesis of the model and the entire standard is from the Open ADE 1.0 specification and noted that expanding the model could take additional time and disrupt compliance with deadline.  Mr. Burns responded that adding intervalreading and usagesummary to the model would not be time consuming and it would more closely align the model with the NAESB EUI and SEP 2.0.
