	Informal Comment Review
	Mr. Van Ausdall reviewed the models that he incorporated into the latest draft of the recommendation with the participants.  He noted the modification linking both PowerSummary and PowerUsage to UsagePoint.  The participants discussed whether the normative schema should be included in the actual recommendation or if it should be included as an appendix.   After discussion, it was determined that the schema should be included in the normative part of the standard rather than as an appendix.  
Next, the participants discussed the open source code that could be developed from the NAESB standard and how it could be made available.  Mr. Burns stated that the open source code would be a derivative work product of the NAESB standard and therefore could be developed and made available by any person.  Mr. Booe recommended that co-chairs and Mr. Burns have a conversation offline with some of the NAESB leadership to discuss the issue and return to the Task Force with a recommendation.  The participants supported this recommendation.
