	Review of Formal Comments
	Mr. King presented the comments submitted by eMeter.  He stated that the comments propose additional quality codes that should be added to the model to be consistent with PAP 10 and the NAESB VEE code.  The participants supported his modification and Mr. Van Ausdall agreed to make the required modifications as part of the development of the redline recommendation to submitted as late comments.
Mr. Tillman presented the comments submitted by Southern Company.  The participants reviewed all of the proposed modifications included in the Southern Company comments and made modifications to the redline recommendation to be submitted as late comments through discussion.  The participants determined to delay the recommendation of Southern Company to request an additional Technical Electronic Implementation Subcommittee (TEIS) review until all other substantive comments have been reviewed.  
Mr. O’Neil reviewed the comments submitted by Southern California Edison (SCE) and noted that several had been addressed through the resolution of the comments submitted by Southern Company.  Through discussion the participants made modifications to the late comments document based upon the proposed modifications of SCE. The participants reviewed the comments submitted by Xcel Energy and made modifications in response to comments two and three. The participants reviewed the comments submitted by DTE Energy and determined that all issues identified had been addressed through the resolution of other comments.  

The participants reviewed the comments submitted by EEI and made modifications to the late comment redline recommendation based upon the comments, with the exception of the recommendation to conduct a TEIS review. The participants discussed the advantages and disadvantages of recommending an additional review of the recommendation by the TEIS.  It was agreed that a cover letter recognizing the concerns of the task force should be attached to the redline recommendation and submitted as a package to the REQ EC for their review.  After much discussion, the task force determined to leave the decision to request an additional TEIS to the REQ EC but volunteered to participate if a review is conducted. 

Mr. Mollerstuen made a motion to adopt the late comments drafted by the task force and that the task force recognizes that the decision to request an additional review by the TEIS is in the Executive Committee’s discretion and not within the purview of the Task Force. However, if such a review if deemed necessary, the Task Force is eager to support such review by participation within the TEIS.  Mr. Tillman seconded the motion.  The motion was adopted without opposition.
