	Introduction
	Mr. Van Ausdall noted that the conference call was the first meeting of the newly formed Energy Services Provider Interface Task Force, which is a task force of the Smart Grid Standards Subcommittee on Priority Plan 10.  He stated that the task force was created to address request R10008 submitted by the Open ADE Task Force and that he, Dave Mollerstuen and Chad Maglaue will serve as a co-chairs of the group.

	NAESB Primer
	Mr. Booe briefly reviewed the NAESB Primer posted as a work paper for the meeting and suggested that participants who have not previously participated in a NAESB subcommittee or task force effort review the document in greater detail.  Ms. Ray noted that the Retail Quadrant develops Model Business Practices rather than the Business Practice Standards that are developed by the Wholesale Electric Quadrant.   Mr. Booe also directed the participates to the memo on the NAESB segment structure and voting procedures and stated that he would be available to answer any questions new participants may have about the NAESB process at any time.

	Review of R10008 and Seminal Work Paper Submitted by the Open ADE Task Force
	Mr. Mollerstuen and Mr. Van Ausdall reviewed the origin of request R10008 submitted by the Open ADE Task Force and provided some background information on the Open ADE effort which was initiated within the UCAiug in March 2009.  The co-chairs undertook to discuss a timeline for the project and a description of the desired deliverables after the conference call and to present it to the task force at the next meeting.

Mr. Mollerstuen and Mr. Van Ausdall provided a high-level review the Open ADE documents that were contributed to the Task Force as seminal work papers.  They recommended that the participants review the documents in more depth prior to the next meeting.  Mr. Booe stated that he would organize a meeting between the co-chairs of the Task Force and some of the NAESB veterans to discuss ways that Business Practice Standards and Model Business Practices may be extracted from the Open ADE documents and included in a format typical of NAESB standards.  The participants supported this suggestion and discussed the type of standards that may be included in the recommendation developed by the task force.

	Mr. Van Ausdall noted that the next meeting will likely be a face to face meeting in Houston.  Mr. Booe stated that he would distribute a meeting notice once a time, date and location is set.
