	Review of Deliverables and Timeline for Addressing R10008 
	Mr. Mollerstuen and Mr. Van Ausdall reviewed the OpenADE Specification with the participants.  Mr. Tillman noted that some of the items in the Specification touch on issues that could be related to policy rather than technical aspects and that it is NAESB’s practice to leave policy decisions to regulators. Ms. Zientara stated that it is important to align the defined terms of the NAESB end product with accepted terms in the smart grid space.  Through discussion the participants began to form an action item list categorizing the decisions that the Task Force will have to make moving forward. Next, the participants reviewed the NISTIR 7628 created by the SGIP Cyber Security Working Group and the 3PDA use cases that were developed by the ASAP – Smart Grid group.  The participants agreed that the use cases would serve as a great basis for the end product and that the NAESB standard should align and leverage the NISTIR.  The participants discussed whether it would be appropriate to reference the NISTIR in the NAESB standard.   Mr. Burns also noted that volume two of the NISTIR deals with the privacy aspects of individual energy information. 
Finally, the participants reviewed the draft recommendation provided as a work paper for the meeting and began craft standards language that could serve as a template for the end product.  The participants started by transferring the Assumptions of the OpenADE Specification to the Principles section of the draft recommendation and modifying the language.
