	Mr. Mollerstuen reviewed the schedule and assignments document posted for the meeting with the participants  

	Draft Recommendation Review
	Ms. Zientara and Mr. Tillman reviewed the draft recommendation with the participants.  Mr. Burns asked if Mr. Tillman and Ms. Zientara considered defining Energy Service Providers Interface in the recommendation and stated that he would develop a draft definition with their support.  Mr. Burns proposed the following:
A consistent method for Retail Customer’s to authorize access to Third Party usage data typically held by utilities.
The participants agreed to continue discussion as the recommendation is developed.  Ms. Zientara also noted that she and Mr. Tillman struggled with Appendix A and asked for guidance from other members of the Task Force.  

	Use Case Review
	Next, Mr. Mollerstuen reviewed each of the Open ADE use cases that he pulled from the original Open ADE specification.  Mr. Burns stated that some of the use cases could be made less restrictive and that the 3PDA group has developed a set of use cases that reduce the number of constraints present in the Open ADE use cases.  The participants supported the guideline of staying abstract when possible.  Ms. Rodoni stated that the recommendation should adopt a security implementation to apply to the entire specification.  Mr. Mollerstuen stated that he would gather a team offline to review all of the existing use cases including the NISTIR content and provide a recommendation for the next meeting.
