	Recommendation Review
	Mr. Precht reviewed the draft recommendation and the comments he included in the revised version with the participants.  He stated that he edited the document so that it would be consistent with other NAESB Model Business Practice recommendations.  Mr. Mollerstuen asked Mr. Precht how NAESB differentiates between Model Business Practices (MBP) and Principles.  Mr. Precht stated that MBP are typically things requiring action and can be complied with, while principles are typically higher level aspirational goals. 	3PDA Use Cases
	Next, the participants briefly reviewed the 3PDA use cases.  Mr. Booe stated that he would investigate any issue there may be with NAESB using the 3PDA use cases as a basis for the ESPI use cases.  Mr. Mollerstuen state that he too would follow up with Darren to sure the use is authorized.  Ms. Zientara noted that the use cases do not specify what information is to be exchanged (energy usage info).  Mr. Mollerstuen responded that the use cases are intended to be abstract and widely applicable.  Mr. Burns stated that the security requirements should come from the NISTIR and the participants agreed.  Mr. Mollerstuen recommended adding a reference to the NISTIR rather than restating all of the requirements.  The participants discussed whether using the 3PDA term Resource Owner or the Open ADE Resource Custodian would be more appropriate.  The participants determined to use Resource Custodian.  Next, the participants discussed using the terms Third Party or Authorized Third Party but did not come to a conclusion.
