	Recommendation Review
	The participants reviewed the draft recommendation and the modifications offered by Mr. Burns and Ms. Zientara.  Mr. Burn’s noted that the use cases provided by 3PDA need to be updated as soon as possible.  Mr. Burns noted that he added an additional appendix to address the cyber security requirements.  Mr. Van Ausdall stated that there needs to be a single group implementation of security products and that there needs to be coordination among all groups regarding the security.  Mr. Burns supported Mr. Van Ausdall’s statements and noted that there is a new group addressing IP networking and that there are PAPs coming to completion that do not address cyber security.  

	Schedule Review
	Next, the participants briefly reviewed the schedule and assignments document.  The participants reiterated the need for participation by Google and Microsoft.  Mr. Booe undertook to contact Mr. Spirakis with Google and Mr. Maglaque with Microsoft to solicit their participation.

	Certification Discussion
	Mr. Van Ausdall stated that the Task Force needs to determine the direction concerning certification of the standard the Task Force would like to pursue.  He asked if the participants thought the certification could be addressed by the Task Force.  Mr. Booe stated that the NAESB does have certification programs for other NAESB activities but that it is unlikely that the Board would ask the Task Force to manage certification.  Mr. Van Ausdall asked if it would be possible to have a third party run the certification program and recommended that the UCAiug and OpenSG start the program.  Ms. Marino stated that a certification program would be something that the state utility commissions could support.  The participants agreed to continue the discussion at a subsequent meeting.
