	Status Update
	Mr. Mollerstuen noted that during the last meeting the participants discussed accepting the 3PDA use cases and including the use cases as the basis for the recommendation moving forward.  Mr. Burns noted that the use cases have not been officially contributed to NAESB but will be very soon.  The participants quickly reviewed the draft recommendation posted for the meeting.  Mr. Burns suggested that the group accept the redline changes made to the draft thus far, allowing the participants to work from a clean version of the document.  The participants supported his recommendation. Mr. Burns stated that he would work to add more detail to the technical sections of the recommendation before the next meeting on December 21, 2010.  Mr. Mollerstuen stated that he would include the use cases from the 3PDA document in the current version of the recommendation as soon as they become available.  Mr. Van Ausdall stated that will prepare a draft of the service definitions before the next meeting.  Mr. Burns, Mr. Van Ausdall and Mr. Mollerstuen agreed to make the contributions prior to the meeting on the December 21, 2010.  Mr. Van Ausdall asked a question concerning REST vs. SOAP implementations and agreed to distribute it on the ESPI Task Force email exploder.

Mr. Mollerstuen stated that he participated in the Open ADR meetings at Grid Interop in Chicago and that the discussion provided insight into a method testing and conformance.  He noted that OpenADR has now formed and a membership driven industry consortium that will provide testing and conformance for the OpenADR specification.  Mr. Van Ausdall asked if it would be appropriate to discuss testing and conformance issues concerning the ESPI specification within the Open SG Working Group.  The participants agreed to continue discussions within Open SG.  Mr. Booe requested that Mr. Mollerstuen and Mr. Van Ausdall provide updates on the discussions to the ESPI Task Force.  Mr. Van Ausdall and Mr. Mollerstuen agreed.  Mr. Mollerstuen stated that using the example provided by the OpenADR consortium may be beneficial to this group.

Next the participants reviewed the schedule and assignments document posted as a work paper for the meeting.  Mr. Booe reviewed the updated schedule and noted conformance to the NAESB process.  The participants discussed the necessity for continued out reach to Google, Microsoft and others.  Mr. Mollerstuen recommended contacting Dave Wollman to update him on our activities and garner support.
