	Work Paper Review
	Mr. Burns reviewed the ESPI Services Work Paper.  He stated that the work paper is his initial attempt to create a sequence diagram in Enterprise Architecture for the effort.  The program contains all use cases, actors and initial list of information objects.  Mr. Tillman stated that he as an issue with using the terms Resource Owner and Resource Custodian as they can create legal implications and responsibilities that the participants may not want to introduce.  Mr. Mollerstuen stated that these actors are included in the model as relics from the 3PDA use cases.  Mr. Tillman stated that the group may want to reconsider Resource Provider as an actor, as the entity may not always be a provider and consider replacing Data Subject with Retail Customer as it is already a NAESB defined term.  Mr. Mollerstuen stated that he will try to reconcile the actors in the next draft of the use case diagrams.  Mr. Van Ausdall encouraged the participants to review the EA document and look for ways to improve it.  He stated that the work paper only addresses Web Services and that he still needs to create the RESTful implementation.
