	Review Southern Company Comments 
	Mr. Tillman reviewed the Late Comments Submitted by J. Ray, Southern Company received today - 8/17/11 on recommendation R10008 / 2011 Retail Annual Plan Item 8(c) work paper.  He noted that he did not believe that any of the modifications proposed by Southern Company should be considered substantive.  The participants accepted all of the proposed changes with the exception of the second bullet point.  The participants determined to remove the language “cannot be modified” from sections identified by Southern Company in order to add clarity and accuracy.  The participants determined that none of the modifications are of a substantive nature.

Next, Mr. Floyd provided a high level summary of the Time of Use (TOU) issued identified in the Southern Company comments and recommended that the participants wait until the technical expert from Southern Company is available. The meeting was suspended until 2:00 pm Central.  At 2:00 pm Central the Southern Company representative presented the TOU issue identified in their comments.  Mr. Burns explained that the TOU Reading Type is a generic tag and that it is optional.  After further discussion the Southern Company representative agreed that no changes would be necessary to the tag and he withdrew the comment.
Ms. Ray made a motion to adopt the changes made by the participants and forward them to the REQ EC with the understanding that none of the proposed changes were deemed substantive.  The motion passed without opposition.
