Dear Gas-Electric Harmonization Committee Members,

A Gas-Electric Harmonization Committee meeting was held on January 27, 2012. The meeting was called to order at 1:00 pm C.  Ms. Crockett and Mr. Desselle presided over the meeting and Mr. Booe served as counsel.  The notes and attachments below serve as an record for the meeting.

	Notes from the January 27, 2012 NAESB Board Gas-Electric Harmonization Committee Conference Call

	Administrative:
	Ms. McQuade welcomed the participants to conference call and thanked them for attending.  She noted that the Gas-Electric Harmonization Committee is a named Board Committee, although any interested party is welcome to participate.  Ms. McQuade introduced Ms. Crockett and Mr. Desselle as the Co-chairs of the Committee.  At Ms. Crockett’s request, Mr. Booe provided the antitrust guidance and called the roll of Committee members.  Ms. Crockett reviewed the agenda with the participants and Mr. Desselle moved for its adoption.  Mr. Ellsworth seconded the motion and the motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition

	Organizational Discussion:
	Ms. Crockett stated that the purview of the Committee is to develop recommendations for the Board of Director’s review related to the harmonization of the gas and electric markets and that the recommendations may take the form of new standards development, modifications to existing standards or anything else within the bounds of the NAESB Bylaws.   She emphasized that the Committee will only make recommendations and not develop standards or make policy decisions.  Next, Ms. Crockett reviewed the materials provided within the agenda with the members and recommended that they be used as basis for the recommendations developed by the Committee.  She also recommended that the Committee members divide into subgroups responsible for reviewing only specific documents, given the lengthy list of materials to be addressed.  
Ms. Tierney supported Ms. Crockett’s recommendation and thanked Mr. Gee, Commissioner Simon, Mr. Freitas, Mr. Yeasting, Mr. Thorn and Ms. McQuade for the efforts to develop the National Petroleum Council (NPC) report.  Mr. Rodriquez stated that he is appreciative of the opportunity to provide NERC’s perspective and will coordinate with John Moura to ensure that he is aware of the Committee’s activities.  Mr. Yeasting recommended that the Committee members first identify what interface issues are within the NAESB domain as the review the various reports.  Mr. Smead noted that the previous NAESB gas-electric interdependency effort in 2005 identified areas where policy decisions should be made prior to NAESB taking action and suggested that the present effort take a similar approach if policy issues should arise.  Mr. Desselle supported Mr. Smead’s statement and stated that there may be opportunities or the need for immediate standards development or standards modifications.   Mr. Freitas noted the importance in recognizing the current administrations’ goals, specifically related to smart grid and the Green Button Initiative.  Mr. Chatterjee stated that there was a smart grid meeting concerning gas and electric market coordination recently and that the report discussed at that meeting should be included in the materials.  Mr. Smead stated that the Gas Technology Institute developed the report discussed at the meeting and that he will contact their representatives to ensure their involvement.  
Ms. Crockett stated that she will work with NAESB office to schedule meetings beyond the February 15, 2012 meeting in order to give the participants ample notice.  She also stated that the participants should expect an email through the distribution list some time next week with the initial assignments and asked if the participants had any other matters they would like to discuss.  Mr. Moore and Mr. Lander both cautioned the group to limit the scope of the recommendations to current issues and those that affect the wholesale markets.
