Dear Gas-Electric Harmonization Committee Members,

A Gas-Electric Harmonization Committee meeting was held on February 15, 2012. The meeting was called to order at 1:00 pm C.  Ms. Crockett and Mr. Desselle presided over the meeting and Mr. Booe served as counsel.  The notes and attachments below serve as a record for the meeting.

	Notes from the February 15, 2012 NAESB Board Gas-Electric Harmonization Committee Conference Call

	Administrative:
	Ms. Crockett welcomed the participants to conference call and thanked them for attending.  Mr. Booe provided the antitrust guidance and called the roll of Committee members.  Ms. Crockett reviewed the agenda and stated that she would like to modify the agenda to allow all Committee members an opportunity to provide opening remarks.  Ms. Bailey moved to adopt the agenda as modified and Mr. Ellsworth seconded the motion.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.  Next, Ms. Crockett reviewed the January 27, 2012 notes and asked for any modifications.  Ms. Tierney moved to adopt the notes as drafted and Mr. Lander seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.
All Committee members were given an opportunity to provide opening remarks and share their perspectives related to the effort.  Each member thanked NAESB for the opportunity to serve on the Committee and offered comments.  Ms. Crockett thanked the Committee members for their comments and noted that the panel was carefully selected to ensure that the interests of all segments in the gas and electric industry were represented and balanced within the Committee.   

	Work Plan Review:
	Ms. Crockett reviewed the GEH Work Plan and Issues work paper with the participants and stated that Committee members are encouraged to participate in the activities of all teams and are not limited to the team that they were assigned.  She asked if the Committee members had any modifications they would like to propose to the work plan.  Mr. Kruse noted that there is the potential for considerable overlap between teams as they review similar issues within the same report.  Ms. Tierney stated that the National Petroleum Council (NPC) took a similar “divide and conquer” approach as they developed the NPC report and that open communication between the team leaders was vitally important for developing boundary lines when addressing cross-cutting issues.  She suggested that each team develop a list of core issues to be addressed by their team, as well as a list of secondary issues that may be cross-cutting.   Mr. Yeasting stated that the leadership of the NPC ensured coordination across all of the various sub-groups as they developed the report.  Commissioner Simon supported Ms. Tierney’s and Mr. Yeasting’s comments concerning the NPC report and noted that maintaining focus on the scope of each team will be critical.  Mr. Lander recommended that the teams identify potential policy issues in addition to the core issues as suggested by Ms. Tierney.  Mr. Freitas recommended that the post technical conference comments submitted by the Intestate Natural Gas Association of America in response to the “Request for Evidence of Commissioner Philip D. Moeller on EPA Issues for the November 2011 Reliability Conference” be included in the reports reviewed by teams one and two of the Committee.  Mr. Smead recommended that Committee members who contribute additional materials for review specify which sections of the documents they would like considered.  Mr. Kruse asked if the Committee intends to identify policy issues initially and then address items within the scope of NAESB and the Committee’s effort.  Mr. Lander stated that the Committee should identify policy issues and then frame the issue in the report by providing the implications of the potential decisions that may be made.  Mr. Kirby warned that providing the implications of every potential course of action would be very time consuming, and the framing should stay at a relatively high level.   

	Commissioner Moeller’s Request for Comment
	Ms. McQuade noted that the deadline for the submission of comments in response to Commissioner Moeller’s request has been extended to March 30, 2012.  She stated that NAESB will submit comments updating the Commission on the activities of the Committee but will not take a position on any of the questions.  She also stated that she may contact some of the Committee members to provide edits.   Mr. Freitas stated that he will also provide regular updates of the Committee’s activities to Secretary Chu.   

	Other Business/Next Meeting and Action Items:
	Action Items:

1. Ms. McQuade confirmed that the team leaders will work with their teams to develop a primary scope statement, a list of core issues pertaining to their specific area and a list of secondary issues that may be cross-cutting with another team. 
2. The NAESB office will compile the work products of the teams and produce a matrix that will be reviewed at the next Committee meeting on March 20th and at the subsequent Board meeting on the 22nd.  

3. The NAESB office will work with the team leaders to schedule conference calls to develop their reports prior to the next meeting.

Ms. Crockett noted that the NAESB office is available for those members of the Committee in Houston that would like to participate in the March 20th conference call.

	Mr. Lander moved to adjourn and Mr. Ellsworth seconded the motion.  The meeting was adjourned at 2:18 pm Central.
