	Discussion:
	· Ms. Wright introduced herself and thanked the members of the task force and the drafting team for their efforts to develop the recommendation and process the formal comments.  She provided a summary of the recommendation and noted that the document was developed on the foundation of many reports related to data privacy drafted by the DoE, NIST and state commissions among others.  She also noted that the scope of the recommendation was limited to smart meter based information and the practices that may be employed by distribution companies and third parties.  She reviewed each section of the document and fielded questions from the participants during the review.  Ms. Stonier asked if the Model Business Practices were intended to apply to residential or commercial customers.  Ms. Wright and Precht responded that the intent of the recommendation is to apply to all retail customers both residential and C&I.  Ms. Stonier also noted the great deference given to the applicable regulatory authorities.  Mr. Minneman asked if any of the issues resolved by the task force during the comment resolution were controversial.  Mr. Booe stated that most of the comments were resolved by consensus but noted that Southern Company submitted a set of late comments addressing some issues that they would like reconsidered.  
· Mr. Robinson reviewed the late comments submitted by Southern Company.  Mr. Precht reminded the participants that the meeting is strictly for information purposes and that any substantive discussion on the merits of the comments should be had during the July 7, 2011 REQ EC meeting.  Ms. Brewer asked if it is procedurally permissible to accept comments after the comment period has ended.  Mr. Precht stated that in the past the REQ EC has accepted late comments and it is in their discretion to do so.  Mr. Booe reiterated Mr. Precht’s statement.  Ms. Wright noted that the comments were similar to the original comments submitted by Southern Company but not accepted by the task force during their review.  Mr. Robinson stated that the Southern Company comments were drafted in response to the task force review of the formal comments and offer alternatives to the original Southern Company recommendations or provide additional explanations for previously discussed issues.
