Administrative

Mr. Eynon welcomed the participants to the meeting and Mr. Booe provided the antitrust guidance.  The participants introduced themselves and Mr. Enynon reviewed the draft agenda.  Mr. Grimm moved to adopt the agenda as drafted and the motion passed unanimously.  The participants reviewed the March 22, 2011 draft minutes.  Mr. Grimm moved to adopt the March 22, 2011 minutes as drafted and the motion passed unanimously. Discuss and vote on proposed Data Privacy Task Force business definitions:
Mr. Eynon presented the 5/12/11 Glossary Subcommittee Definitions Work Paper.  The participants reviewed the following definitions and made modifications through discussion.  The modifications can be found as an attachment to these meeting minutes:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf4/req_rgq_glossary051211a1.doc.  A summary of the discussion for each term follows below. 
· Authorization – The participants did not make any modifications to the proposed definition.
· Smart Meter-Based Information – Mr. Grimm recommended that the term “derived” be added to the definition as smart meters only produce data that can be converted into information.  Mr. Booe confirmed that the modification would likely be approved by the Data Privacy Task Force with Mr. Robinson, a member of the Task Force drafting team.  Next, Mr. Grimm recommended that the term “data” be added to modify smart meter in the first sentence of the definition.  Mr. Precht supported the suggestion.  Mr. Enynon noted that word based in the term should be lower case.
· Entity – Mr. Booe noted that the Data Privacy Task Force discussed modifying the term Entity but instead described the Task Force’s interpretation in the Executive Summary of the recommendation.  The participants took no action on the term Entity.

· Distribution Company – Mr. Precht stated that the Task Force provided a similar interpretation in the Executive Summary of the recommendation for the term Distribution Company.  He noted that adding the phrase “and its contracted agents” to the definition of the term would negate the need for the additional interpretation in the Executive Committee.  The participants supported his recommendation.  
Mr. Precht moved to adopt the REQ business definitions for Authorization and Smart Meter-based Information as revised and to adopt the modification made to the business definition Distribution Company.  The motion passed unanimously.
