Discuss and vote on proposed Data Privacy Task Force business definitions:
Mr. Eynon presented the 5/18/11 Glossary Subcommittee Definitions Work Paper and noted that the definition changes included in the work paper were resubmitted by the REQ Data Privacy Task Force.  The participants reviewed the following definitions and made modifications through discussion.  . 
· Smart Meter-based Information – Ms. Zientara stated that the addition of the term “derived” to the definition limited Smart Meter-based Information as some Third Party’s may wish to receive information about the meter itself.  Mr. Grimm stated that he now understands the distinction but still thinks that it needs to be made clear that information is derived from data.  Mr. Precht recommended keeping the definition generic by using the phrase “information and data” rather than being overly descriptive.  The participants supported the recommended change.  
· Distribution Company – Mr. Precht stated that the addition of the term “relevant” to the current proposed definition of Distribution Company would alleviate Task Force participant concerns about the inclusion of service employees such as tree trimmers within the definition.  The participants supported the recommended change.  
Mr. Precht moved to adopt the REQ business definitions for Smart Meter-based Information and Distribution Company as revised.  The motion passed unanimously.
