Rates where usage unit prices vary by more than one time period within a 24-hour day  to reflect the average cost of generating and delivering power during those time periods.  Daily pricing blocks may include, but are not limited to, an on-peak, partial-peak, and an off-peak price for non-holiday weekdays, with the on-peak price as the highest price, and the off-peak price as the lowest price.



	Validation, Editing, and Estimation (VEE)
	Proposed Definition

The process of confirming the accuracy of raw meter data and, if necessary, replacing corrupt or missing data.  VEE guidelines are published in the Edison Electric Institute’s Uniform Business Practices for Unbundled Electricity Metering.
