FINAL MINUTES
1. 
Administrative


Mr. Eynon welcomed the participants to the meeting and participants introduced themselves in person and over the telephone. Mr. Culliton provided antitrust guidance.  After Mr. Precht moved to adopt the draft agenda, it was adopted unanimously. The minutes from May 2, 2011, May 18, 2011, and June 6, 2011 were each reviewed, in turn. The May 18 minutes were revised to correct a minor spelling error. Mr. Grimm made a motion to adopt as final the draft meeting minutes from May 2 and June 6, as drafted, and May 18, as revised; this motion carried without opposition. 
2.
Discuss and vote on the definitions for the following terms:
Mr. Eynon opened the 8/15/11 Glossary Subcommittee Definitions Work Paper and provided an overview of its contents before leading the subcommittee through a review of draft glossary terms. The modified definitions were captured on the Glossary Definitions Work Paper document as new definitions were developed. What follows is a summary of discussions held for each term. 


Supplier Certification
Mr. Grimm asked whether the definition should be made broader to accommodate capacity transactions or auxiliary services, rather than merely energy suppliers. The group consulted the definition for Supplier in the existing Glossary and recognized that the current definition of Supplier was limited to energy transactions.  The group discussed whether to modify the definition of Supplier Certification by replacing Supplier with Energy Service Provider to allow for capacity and auxiliary services to fall within the definition. The group agreed to discuss this at a future date.

The group discussed whether the inclusion of Uniform Electronic Transactions was too limiting before agreeing that it was; the group agreed to a modified definition that was geographically bound by the Distribution Company. 


Supplier License

Parallel changes were made to the Supplier License definition for the sake of clarity and brevity; the group recognized that the Supplier License was to apply to Applicable Regulatory Agencies, whereas Supplier Certification was to apply to Distribution Companies. 


Scheduling Coordinator Registration Form
This definition was also shortened and modified to more concisely express the subcommittee’s intent.


Trading Partner Worksheet

During discussions, Mr. Jones consulted an actual Trading Partner Worksheet to assist the subcommittee in developing a better understanding of the subject matter at hand. Mr. Precht provided some context by observing that the Trading Partner Worksheet had been broken out of the Trading Partner Agreement definition in order to capture those items that were both technical and likely to be modified more frequently than the underlying agreement itself. He added the reason for this treatment was to avoid the renegotiation of a Trading Partner Agreement each time technical details needed to be modified. The group drafted a new definition that captured this description and intent. 

After the group had finished drafting the four above definitions, Mr. Precht made a motion that the subcommittee adopt the definitions as modified during the meeting; this motion passed without opposition with 4 participants in favor and none opposed.
