FINAL MINUTES
1.
Administrative

Mr. Eynon welcomed the participants to the meeting and Mr. Culliton provided antitrust guidance.  After Mr. Jones moved to adopt the agenda, the agenda was adopted unanimously.

The December 3, 2009 draft meeting minutes were reviewed and a minor modification was proposed.  Mr. Jones moved to adopt the revised minutes as final meeting minutes and the motion passed unanimously.
2. Discuss and vote on revised definitions for the following terms: 

Mr. Precht introduced the agenda item, noting the need for common definitions, particularly in light of emerging projects at NAESB. He also noted that the review was tied to the ongoing Annual Plan item to review existing definitions, adding  that the Smart Grid effort has several technical definitions that bear some monitoring: Model Business Practice, Energy Service Provider, Energy Service Information, Facility, Real Time Regional Transmission Organization, Smart Grid, System Operator, and Program Administrator. 

The group next reviewed and held discussion in regards the glossary terms contained in the Definitions Work Paper; any modifications made during the meeting were noted on the Definitions Work Paper – Redlined. 
Applicable Regulatory Authority

The word “access” was removed from this definition to prevent potential confusion with competitive markets. 
Retail Customer
The group agreed that “Retail” should be added to the Customer definition for clarity as the wholesale and retail marketplaces become less distinct.  The underlying reasoning was that setting such end user customers apart would facilitate coordination between wholesale and retail marketplaces.  
Distribution Company Operational Manuals
The word “access” was deleted for the same reasons as above; in addition, the group agreed to add a reference to the definition for Distribution Company for clarity. 
Drop
Mr. Precht noted that the definition as expressed on the work paper was an attempt to broaden the definition. Mr. Jones noted that “retail access” may be confusing for some users. The group observed that “customer choice” was not defined by NAESB. After noting that the intent was to differentiate between Demand Response/Energy Efficiency efforts, the group made certain changes to the definition. The group clarified that “authorized” was intended to convey approval by a state regulatory agency. 
Drop Effective Date
Attendees made certain conforming changes to parallel the changes made to the definition for Drop. 
Enrollment
The group crafted a new definition using the same terms as Drop; there was no substantive change intended. 
Enrollment Effective Date
Similar conforming changes were made to this definition, again without substantive intent. 
Market Participant
Participants crafted a better worded version of this definition without changing the underlying meaning.  Observing that further refinement was possible, the group decided to postpone further action until the Demand Response and Smart Grid discussions were more advanced. 
Registration Agent

After holding discussion, the group decided that it would be prudent to postpone discussion until Paul Wattle, or another person with similar insight from ERCOT, was able to attend a meeting.  The motion to suspend discussion of this item passed unanimously. 
3. Other business

Mr. Jones offered several topics for future discussion: 1) Should the definition of Model Business Practice be incorporated into Book Zero? 2) do ongoing Demand Response/Energy Efficiency initiatives necessitate changes to the definition of Uniform Electronic Transaction? 3) does “balanced vote” need to be defined?
4. Adjourn
The meeting adjourned by consensus at 1:00pm Mountain.
