Administrative

Mr. Eynon welcomed the participants to the meeting and Mr. Culliton provided antitrust guidance.  After Mr. Precht moved to adopt the agenda, the agenda was adopted unanimously.

The September 13, 2010 draft meeting minutes were reviewed and a minor modification was proposed and accepted. Mr. Jones moved to adopt the revised minutes as final meeting minutes and the motion passed unanimously.
2. Discuss and vote on revised definitions for the following terms: 

The group opened the 10/7/10 Glossary Subcommittee Definitions Work Paper document and began a review of the three definitions contained therein. Any changes made were noted on the Definitions -Redlined document.
Mr. Precht read aloud the current definition of Market Participant; attendees compared it to the proposed definition on the work paper. Mr. Precht informed the group that the PAP 10 subcommittee, with whom coordination had been anticipated, had developed their own unique definition. The group agreed that changes were not needed to the Retail working definition since coordination was not required. 

The group next discussed the definition for Supplier. Mr. Precht suggested inserting the term “Entities” in place of “Persons.” After deciding that the term Entity would include such transactions, the group made the switch. Entities was switched to the singular Entity and End-User was changed to Retail Customer before Mr. Precht agreed to inform other groups that the Supplier definition had been modified.
Mr. Precht then introduced the changes that the PAP 10 subcommittee had proposed for the term “Governing Documents.” After discussion, the group decided not to accept that the term “determine” become “govern,” since this would have used a term to define that same term. After several minor grammatical changes, the rest of the definition met with the group’s approval. 

Mr. Precht made a motion that the Retail Glossary subcommittee adopt the definitions for Market Participant, Supplier, and Governing Documents, as revised during the meeting; the motion passed with five in favor and none opposed.

Mr. Precht noted that the increase in cross-quadrant coordination would result in an increasing number of glossary terms in need of modification. He suggested that the group suggest an Annual Plan Item to acknowledge this ongoing review and coordination process. Mr. Eynon committed to do so by October 13, 2010.
