1. Administrative

The group reviewed and held discussion in regards to the three terms in the Glossary Subcommittee Work paper, Disconnection, Disconnection Confirmation, Disconnection Rejection, Disconnection Request, Reconnection, Reconnection Confirmation, Reconnection Rejection, Reconnection Request, Service Request Confirmation, Service Request Notification and Service Request Rejection. 
For the term Disconnection there was discussion on the use of the term “energy service” in the definition because the term, as defined in the demand response standards, does not apply here.  It was agreed to not capitalize the term to avoid confusion.  
For all other terms, wording was added to make the definitions specific to the registration agent market and to add clarity around the responsibility of the supplier in the definitions.  

The motion to accept the definitions as modified during the meeting was made by Ms. Johnson.  The motion passed unanimously.[Vote 1].  
3. Other business

The subcommittee discussed the need for a review of all retail glossary terms because many of them were developed to apply to competitive market places.  As the retail quadrants broaden their scope, some of the definitions may need to be revised.  This will be further discussed with the retail annual plan at this week’s retail executive committee meeting.
