· ESI ID

The necessity of the second sentence of the proposed definition was discussed and it was determined that it will remain in the definition unless a model business practice is created to address that information.  The last sentence of the current definition will not be included in the proposed definition but will be captured in a model business practice.

· Historical Usage Request

The group replaced the word “request” with “ask for.”  It was noted that the Historical Usage Data definition was similar to this definition and the group discussed the possibility of renaming various definitions in the future for greater clarity.

· Historical Usage Response

The group split the definition of Historical Usage Response into two new definitions, Historical Usage Confirmation and Historical Usage Rejection.  The term Historical Usage Response was deleted.

· Service Request

Minor wording changes were made to the definition for greater accuracy.

Discuss and vote on a definition for the following term:

· Historical Usage Data
The term was renamed to Historical Usage Data Transaction.  The subcommittee agreed to keep the definition at a higher level while the technical section will be more detailed.

A motion to adopt all of the above definitions was made by Ms. Edwards.  The motion passed unanimously.
