A unique, intelligent alphanumeric identifier assigned by the Distribution Company for a single service delivery point, usually a single service address.  At a minimum, the ESI ID is comprised of the Distribution Company's five-digit Department of Energy number followed by the Distribution Company Account number for the single point of delivery.

The Uniform Electronic Transaction used to obtain a Customer’s energy consumption records.

Proposed Definition

The Uniform Electronic Transaction used to request a Customer’s energy consumption records from the Distribution Company.

The Uniform Electronic Transaction used to answer an Historical Usage Request.

Proposed Definition

The Uniform Electronic Transaction used to respond to an Historical Usage Request indicating whether or not the request is accepted or rejected.

	Current Definition

The process by which the request for service is communicated from the Supplier to the Distribution Company.

Proposed Definition

The process by which a Supplier communicates to the Distribution Company the need for an investigation of the status of the equipment used to measure electric power and energy at the Customer’s premise.

The Uniform Electronic Transaction used to report a Customer’s energy consumption records from the Distribution Company.
