Administrative

Mr. Eynon welcomed the participants to the meeting and Mr. Culliton provided antitrust guidance.  After Mr. Precht moved to adopt the agenda as drafted, it was adopted unanimously.  The October 25, 2010 draft meeting minutes were reviewed and minor modifications were proposed and accepted. Mr. Precht moved to adopt the revised minutes as final meeting minutes and the motion passed unanimously. Related to an action item from the previous meeting concerning the coordination of wholesale and retail definitions, Mr. Precht stated that the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ) was in the process of drafting a notational ballot to its membership to approve such a coordinated process. 
2.
Discuss and vote on the definitions for certain terms
Meeting participants opened the 12/3/10 Glossary Subcommittee Definitions Work Paper containing certain changes suggested by the WEQ. As the subcommittee made changes to the work paper, notes were taken on the work paper itself, subsequently posted as Definitions Work Paper – Revised. A summary of the discussion for each term follows below. 
· Demand Reduction Value, Drop, Drop Effective Date, Enrollment, Enrollment Effective Date, and Market Participant
Participants noted the changes suggested by the WEQ and accepted the definition as modified without substantive discussion.
· Door-to-Door Marketing
Attendees briefly discussed whether the definition should include the word “marketing,” as it was contained in the definition. Ultimately, the group decided to keep the definition as modified by the WEQ. 
· Marketing Agent
The group approved of the changes made to this definition, but decided to eliminate the word “licensed” preceding Supplier in order to reach as many suppliers as possible under different regulatory structures. This change was made after a participant expressed concern that certain jurisdictions may not grant licenses to suppliers. 
· Slamming
After discussion led by Mr. Novak that the definition was unduly narrow, since it limited the scope to suppliers, the group adopted the following new definition: Enrollment without authorization of the Retail Customer. The group agreed that this wider scope better captured their initial intent. 
After a motion by Mr. Jones, seconded by Mr. Precht, the subcommittee adopted the definitions as revised without opposition.
