	Existing REQ/RQG Definition:
A document containing technical information required to ensure the operational effectiveness of Uniform Electronic Transactions for the purpose of supporting the Trading Partner Agreement and providing information which may change periodically without the need to renegotiate the Trading Partner Agreement.



Existing WGQ Definition:
‘Trading Partner Worksheet’ or ‘TPW’ is used to communicate important technical information related to the technical implementation of internet ET.  The TPW is the technical supplement to the TPA.



	Load Serving Entity
	Proposed Definition:

The party responsible for providing the electricity to the Retail Customer.

WEQ’s Definition:

The responsible entity that secures energy and Transmission Service (and related Interconnected Operations Services) to serve the electrical demand and energy requirements of its end-use customers.

Ed Skiba’s (WEQ) comment: This definition is consistent with the NERC glossary definition and NERC Functional Model.  Since FERC as NERC and NAESB to coordinate their definitions for terms it would be great if the REQ could use the same definition as the WEQ, so we are consistent within NAESB and with NERC.  The WEQ definition matches the NERC definition for Load Serving Entity in the NERC Functional Model with the exception that we replaced “functional” with “responsible”, since the WEQ does not have a document that corresponds to the NERC Functional Model.

Retail working definition
: 

The responsible Entity that secures energy and transmission service to serve the electrical demand and energy requirements of its end-use customers. 
PJM Definition:
Load Serving Entity or LSE shall mean any entity (or the duly designated agent of such an entity), including a load aggregator or power marketer, (i) serving end-users within the PJM Region, and (ii) that has been granted the authority or has an obligation pursuant to state or local law, regulation or franchise to sell electric energy to end-users located within the PJM Region.  Load Serving Entity shall include any end-use customer that qualifies under state rules or a utility retail tariff to manage directly its own supply of electric power and energy and use of transmission and ancillary services.
EEI Definition:

Load Serving Entity is an entity that sells and/or provides electric energy to ultimate customers.
ERCOT Protocols Definition:

An Entity that sells energy to Customers or Wholesale Customers and that has registered as an LSE with ERCOT.  LSEs include Competitive Retailers (which includes REPs) and NOIEs that serve Load.




	Base Contract for Retail Sale and Purchase of Natural Gas or Electricity
	Proposed Definition:
A bi-lateral agreement Standardized NAESB contract for use between a Supplier and a Retail Customer buyer and seller for the retail sale and purchase of natural gas or electricitycompetitive energy.


	Load Serving Entity Application for Registering with Registration Agent
	Proposed Definition:

In markets supporting the Registration Agent model, the request for Registration Agent approval as a Load Serving Entity by the Registration Agent in accordance with the Governing Documents.


	Non-Disclosure Agreement
	Proposed Definition:

A legally binding document between among parties stating that certain specific information will be kept confidential and will not be released.


	Production Connectivity Worksheet
	Proposed Definition:

A document for use in markets supporting the Registration Agent model containing technical information required to ensure the operating effectiveness of Uniform Electronic Transactions.
In markets supporting the Registration Agent model, a document containing detailed information related to the technical implementation of the Internet Electronic Transport. 


	Standard Form Agreement Between a Market Participant and Registration Agent
	Proposed Definition:

In markets supporting the Registration Agent model, a A bi-lateral contractual agreement between a Market Participants and the Registration Agent establishing the terms and conditions by which the parties will discharge their respective duties and responsibilities under the Governing Documents.

	Registration Agent
	Existing REQ/RGQ Definition:

An Entity other than the Distribution Company facilitating Retail Customer registration and performing record keeping for a specified geographical area.
Proposed Definition:

An Entity other than the Distribution Company facilitating Retail Customer certification  choice and performing record keeping for a specified geographical area.
An Entity other than the Distribution Company facilitating Retail Customer certification  choice in competitive energy markets and performing record keeping for a specified geographical area.


	Supplier Certification
	Existing definition:

The process by which the Distribution Company authorizes a Supplier to operate within the Distribution Company’s service territory. 
Proposed definition: 

The process by which the Distribution Company and/or the Registration Agent, if applicable, authorizes a Supplier to operate within a specific geographical area. 



	Entity
	A person or organization with sufficient legal standing to enter into a contract or arrangement with another such person or organization (as such legal standing may be determined by those parties) for the purpose of conducting and/or coordinating energy transactions.

	Market Participant
	A Distribution Company, Supplier, Registration Agent, settlement agent, meter reading Entity or other party engaged in the process of providing competitive retail energy or other specific energy-related products and services to Retail Customers.

	Retail Customer
	Any Entity that takes gas and/or electric service for its own consumption.

	Uniform Electronic Transaction
	Standard data arrangements for trading information, making business requests and exchanging other information, encompassing a number of electronic media and utilizing specified transport protocols.
