November 13, 2007 – 1:00 P.m. to 4:00 p.m.
FINAL MINUTES

1. Administrative
Mr. Burden opened the meeting and welcomed the participants.  Mr. Huffman read the antitrust guidelines.  Mr. Burden reviewed the agenda and the agenda was adopted by consensus.  Mr. Burden noted that the minutes of July 16, 2007 were posted as final but he pointed out an incorrect name spelling.  The July minutes were corrected and Ms. Wise proposed a motion to adopt which was seconded by Mr. Spangler and the Final Minutes of July 16, 2007 were adopted as corrected.
2. Review the NAESB Response to the Sandia Review of the Internet ET and the accompanying QEDMs.  This will be the final review of the response before it is converted to a recommendation format for final subcommittee approval and submission to the ECs.
Mr. Burden reviewed with the group the clean version of NAESB Response to Sandia –Clean.  
7.1.1.  Versioning of Software and Protocols.    The group made minor changes which are reflected in NAESB Response to Sandia – Redline. The word “or” was deleted.  No other group changes were noted. 
10.3.x26 In this section the word “or” was deleted.  No other changes were noted by the group.
7.1.2.  General Network and System Security.  Mr. Burden noted that an FAQ was added.  The group decided to put a double underline under “userid” and “password”.

7.1.4.  Standards Compliance.  Mr. Burden commented that this section was not changed. 
7.1.5.  Sharing of Keys.  The group did not feel comfortable with the sharing of private keys so this portion was struck and is reflected as a strike through. 
7.1.6.  Receiver Non Repudiation.  Mr. Burden noted that this was the biggest change made.  He stated the group had struck “optionally” and replaced “will” from the section where the sender of a file originally had the option to include in the Internet ET package a digital signature using a private key.  Now the sender must include a digital signature using a private key.  The group agreed and made other minor revisions as reflected in NAESB Response to Sandia – Redline. 
7.17.  Sender non Repudiation.  The group made changes reflected in NAESB Response to Sandia – Redline.  A field dealing with signed-receipt protocol was deleted from the Data Dictionary.  In addition, IET was replaced with Internet ET.  No other group discussion was noted.   
7.1.8.  Receipts, Error Notifications, and Sender Non-Repudiation.  IET was replaced with Internet ET.  No other changes were noted.  
7.1.9.  Abnormal Error Notification Usage.  IET was replaced with Internet ET.  No other changes were noted.  

7.1.10.  Bogus Decryption Errors.  Mr. Burden noted that section 10.3.x27 on decryption response was added.  There was no further group discussion.

7.1.11.  IET Standard and TPA Conflict on Digital Signatures.  IET was replaced with Internet ET.  No other discussion was noted.

7.1.12.  Exchange Failure.  Mr. Burden noted that the group agreed with Sandia on updated exchange failure.  There was no further group discussion on this section.
7.1.13.  Previous Version Acceptance.  IET was replaced with Internet ET.  Section 4.1.39 was “highlighted”.  No other group discussion was noted.  
7.1.14.  Refnum & Refnum-orig.  IET was replaced with Internet ET.  No other group discussion was noted. 
7.1.15.  Missing Functional Acknowledgment.  Changes were made to this section.  These changes are reflected in the NAESB Response to Sandia – Redline.  The changes were made to address the concern of the Sandia group that the NAESB standard would support an adversary’s fraudulent claim to have sent a package that the adversary had in fact not sent.  The NAESB response is that the Internet ET model focuses on the successful transfer of the package itself not the contents of the package.
7.1.16.   In-House and Commercially-Available.  IET was replaced with Internet ET.  Mr. Burden noted that in section 10.3.15 the word “via” was struck.  There was no further group discussion noted.

7.1.17.  Central Address Repository (CAR).  There was no group discussion on this section. 
7.1.18. Open Ports.  Mr. Burden noted that the reservation of 20 optional TCP ports was removed.  There was no further group discussion on this section. 
Mr. Burden commented that the bulk of the Sandia review was finished. 

Mr. Burden commented that he would change all IET to Internet ET to make the text more specific.  He stated that this concludes the Sandia response review and that he stated that he would put the changes into a NAESB recommendation form that the group can vote on at the December 7th meeting.  
3. Review and discussion of R07015
Mr. Burden noted that recommendation R07015 will be added to the next meeting for a review and vote.  R07015 is a recommendation to add Adobe Flash Player to the list of internet browser plugins in the NAESB WGQ Quadrant Electronic Delivery Mechanism Standards Manual.  
4. Next Meeting/Action Items/Agenda for next meeting
The group discussed and agreed upon the next meeting:
