Administrative


Mr. Jones opened the meeting and welcomed attendees.  Mr. Culliton provided antitrust guidance and participants introduced themselves over the telephone. Mr. Jones directed attendees to the draft agenda. Mr. Precht moved that this agenda be adopted without either the review of Document # 11-4G or the review of draft meeting minutes; the motion carried without opposition. 

2.
Discussion and Vote on RXQ.23.8.3 on Disclosure Statements from Supplier Marketing Practices Incorporating Dominion Retail’s Formal Comments
Mr. Precht opened the Document #11-1G - Draft Recommendation for Supplier Marketing Practices Disclosure Statements document prepared prior to the meeting and provided a summary of it contents. He called particular attention to RXQ.23.3.8.3.1. The group discussed the requirements and options presented. Attendees noted that the provision was not intended to replace the terms and conditions of a contract, but rather it sets certain key provisions across multiple contexts for ease of comparison. Participants began to edit the document; modifications were captured on the Disclosure Statement Requirements work paper. Numerous organizational changes were made before RXQ.23.3.1.15 was added. Mr. Precht made a motion that the recommendation be adopted by the subcommittee and forwarded to the Retail Executive Committee for consideration. This motion carried unanimously, with six attendees in favor. 
3.
Discussion and Vote on the Plan for Developing Additional Registration Agent Practices - 2011 Retail Annual Plan Item No. 5 a & b
Mr. Precht opened the Document #11-2G - Draft Recommendation Plan for Additional Registration Agent MBPs document and provided a summary of its contents. The group agreed to several minor changes, captured on the AP Items 5a.5b - Redlined work paper. Mr. Precht made a motion that the recommendation be adopted by the subcommittee and forwarded to the Retail Executive Committee for consideration. This motion carried unanimously, with seven attendees in favor. 
4.
Discussion and Vote on Supplier Certification – 2011 Retail Annual Plan Item No. 6
Mr. Precht opened the Document #11-3G - Draft Recommendation for Supplier Certification document and provided a review of its contents. Mr. Precht noted that he had made certain changes to the Executive Summary portion of the recommendation on the subcommittee’s behalf. He added that the changes were made to better draw a distinction between registration and certification processes. The group began editing the document; all changes were captured on the Supplier Certification - Revised work paper. Among other changes, numerous references to Registration Agent jurisdictions were replaced with the phrase “within a specified geographic area.”

Next Steps
The group agreed to continue its review of the work paper at its next meeting before reviewing Book 6 (contracts), Book 1 (market interactions), and Book 2 (creditworthiness).
