Welcome & Administrative Items

Messrs. Jones and Precht opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Mr. Culliton provided antitrust guidance and participants introduced themselves. After a minor revision, the agenda was adopted as revised by consensus. 

2.
Discussion and Possible Vote on the User’s Guide / FAQs for Book 0 – 2010 Retail Annual Plan Item No. 5.

Attendees reopened this discussion topic relating to the inclusion of a section in Book 0 intended to orient the retail Model Business Practice user. Participants opened Document #10-1H - Revised Book 0 Work Paper revised as discussed on the September 13 Conference Call and resumed their discussion of Book 0. Mr. Precht led attendees through a discussion of the changes he had made offline on the subcommittee’s behalf.  Attendees approved each of his modifications before adding a parenthetical to several titles on page 5 to explain that PAP represents Priority Action Plan and NIST represents National Institute of Standards and Technology. All modifications were captured on the  Book 0 Work Paper – Revised document. After the modifications had been made, the subcommittee voted unanimously, with six in favor, none opposed and no abstentions, to approve the document as modified and forward it to the Executive Committee (EC) for a segment vote. 
Participants opened the Document #10-2H - Overview of Retail Procedures Work Paper accepting changes made on September 13 and revised in Redline format based on discussions on September 13 document. Mr. Precht shared with attendees the numerous changes he had made offline, as instructed by the subcommittee at the previous meeting. These changes had been submitted prior to the meeting as Document #10-3H - FAQ Document as revised on September 13. As Mr. Precht’s suggested change was accepted by the rest of the subcommittee, notation was added to FAQ Document – Revised indicating that an issue had been resolved. In addition, certain editorial changes were captured on Overview of Retail Procedures – Revised for clarity and consistency.  The few outstanding issues were noted on the FAQ Document – Revised work paper.  Once the group had accepted each of Mr. Precht’s changes, and made modifications as necessary, Mr. Precht made a motion that the document be formally approved by the subcommittee for posting as a link on the NAESB website and forwarded to the EC for a balanced vote. The motion carried without opposition, with six in favor, none opposed and no abstentions. 
The group discussed the Annual Plan for 2011; Mr. Precht invited attendees to submit additional items for inclusion in the Plan.  Upon a suggestion by Mr. Jones, the group agreed that a comprehensive review and update process for the Retail Books be carried out in calendar year 2011.
