OCTOBER 26, 2011

DRAFT MINUTES

1. Welcome

Mr. Precht called the meeting to order and welcomed the Retail Electric Quadrant (REQ) and Retail Gas Quadrant (RGQ) Executive Committee (EC) members and other participants.  Mr. Booe provided the antitrust guidance and the REQ and RGQ members and other participants introduced themselves.  Quorum was established. 

2. Consent Agenda

Mr. Jones moved to adopt the consent agenda, which included adoption of the agenda, the August 17, 2011 meeting minutes and the 2011 Annual Plan to be proposed to the Board of Directors.  Mr. Zollars seconded the motion and the motion passed without opposition.  

3. Review and Consider for Vote the Recommendation for Updates to Existing Model Business Practices - Trading Partner Agreement - Annual Plan Item No. 10
Mr. Precht and Mr. Eynon provided an overview of the recommendation.  They noted that the recommendation of the Glossary Subcommittee is applicable to both the REQ and RGQ and was developed in coordination with the WGQ Electronic Delivery Mechanism Subcommittee and the WGQ Contracts Subcommittee.  Ms. McQuade noted that an identical recommendation has been developed for the WGQ and is currently out for formal comment.  Mr. Precht stated that he would monitor the request and make sure that it remains identical to the recommendation before the Retail EC.  Mr. Jones moved to adopt the recommendation and Mr. Novak seconded the motion.  The motion passed a super majority vote in the REQ but due to an insufficient number of votes, the recommendation will be sent out for notational ballot to the absent RGQ EC members. [Vote 1]   

4. Review and Consider for Vote the Recommendation for Additional Registration Agent Processes -Annual Plan Item No. 5 (a) and (b)  

Mr. Jones provided a review of the recommendation and noted that no comments were submitted.  He stated that the recommendation includes a list of registration agent marketplace processes that should be investigated to determine if changes to the existing model business practices or new model business practices should be developed in response.  Mr. Precht stated that Business Practice Subcommittee (BPS) plans to address the items in association with another annual plan item.  Ms. Munson moved to adopt the recommendation and Mr. Zollars seconded the motion.   The motion passed a super majority vote in the REQ but due to an insufficient number of votes, the recommendation will be sent out for notational ballot to the absent RGQ EC members. [Vote 2]   
5. Review and Consider for Vote the Recommendation for Supplier Marketing Practices Disclosure Statement Contents – Phase 2 - Annual Plan Item No. 7

Mr. Jones provided a review of the recommendation.  He stated that the recommendation identifies the elements that should be included in a supplier’s disclosure statement and was part of reorganization of the book.  Mr. Barkas moved to adopt the recommendation and Mr. Zollars seconded the motion.   The motion passed a super majority vote in the REQ but due to an insufficient number of votes, the recommendation will be sent out for notational ballot to the absent RGQ EC members. [Vote 3]   
6. Progress Report on Demand Side Management and Energy Efficiency (DSM/EE)

Mr. Precht provided a report of the DSM/EE activities.  He stated that the group working on the recommendation for Demand Response (DR) enrollment has made significant progress on the draft and will meet next on November 10, 2011.  He noted that the group could potentially vote the recommendation out of subcommittee at that meeting.  Mr. Booe stated that the Retail EE effort is also making significant process and that a group is currently revising the draft EE recommendation to ensure it is consistent with the recommendation adopted by the wholesale group.  The EE work group’s next call is on November 7, 2011.  Mr. Jesensky commended the participants of the DSM/EE work groups for their efforts to produce quality standards.  Mr. Precht noted that the contributions of the attorneys in the groups have been substantial.  Ms. McQuade stated that once the EE recommendation is nearing completion, the NAESB office will coordinate with the Department of Energy and NAURC to ensure that the recommendations are consistent with the work they are doing in EE and not duplicative.  
7. Retail Quadrants Membership and Status of Retail Restructuring

Ms. McQuade provided the update.  She noted that the REQ has seen a steady gain in membership over the past year mostly due to the DSM/EE and Smart Grid efforts.  Mr. Novak stated that he anticipates a gain in membership if NAESB is asked to address the technical work and maintenance of the manuals for the New York customer choice programs.  He noted that a task force was formed at a meeting last week to investigate using the NAESB process for the related EDI standards in the state of New York.  Ms. McQuade asked Ms. Marino if the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission is considering as similar arrangement.  She agreed to investigate any such activity.  Ms. McQuade noted that the NAESB office will be distributing a letter to non-members participating in the DSM/EE and Smart Grid work detailing the benefits of membership in their respective areas.   

8. Subcommittee Updates

Triage Subcommittee:  Ms. McQuade provided the review of triaged items.  She noted that all three pending requests have been assigned to the Wholesale Gas Quadrant.

Business Practices Subcommittee:  Mr. Jones provided the update.  He stated that the BPS met in September and voted out three the three recommendations reviewed and voted on by the EC today.  The Subcommittee voted on two additional recommendations during their meeting this week related to supplier certification and revisions to book 6 – contracts.  Both recommendations will be sent out for formal comment and considered at the February EC meeting.   Next, the BPS will address 2010 Retail Annual Plan Item 10.a, related to Market Participant Interactions.  

Technical Electronic Implementation Subcommittee (TEIS):  Ms. Ray stated that the TEIS was reactivated to address the last Smart Grid recommendation and that she will be in need of volunteers to participate in the subcommittee as it addresses the assignments it has received in the annual plan development process.  Ms. McQuade stated that the NAESB office will contact her about distributing a notice that the TEIS has been reactivated and will need volunteers.

Glossary Subcommittee:  Mr. Eynon provided the update.  The Subcommittee met jointly with the WGQ EDM Subcommittee on September 12, 2011 and reviewed the definitions for the terms Trading Partner Agreement and Trading Partner Worksheet in an effort to coordinate across quadrants.  These definitions were included in the recommendation voted on by the EC at today’s meeting.   

Smart Grid:  Mr. Booe provided the update.  He noted that the Energy Service Providers Interface (ESPI) recommendation was ratified on October 17, 2011 and has received interest from the Office of Science and Technology Policy as a part of their Green Button initiative.  He also noted that the Priority Action Plan 10 Subcommittee was reactivated last month in order to address the review/update item on the WEQ and REQ Annual Plans concerning the energy usage information model.  The subcommittee met on October 5, 2011 and determined that there are a few potential modifications that should be considered by the subcommittee at a subsequent meeting.  Volunteers are currently working to develop a work paper for that meeting. 

9. Publication Schedule Review

Ms. Rager provided the review of the publication schedules.  She stated that NAESB is on schedule to publish WGQ Version 2.1 in July 2012, WEQ Version 3.0 in the second quarter 2012 and REQ Version 2.0 in April 2012.  Mr. Precht noted that any recommendations that need to be included in the next version must be voted out of subcommittee by January 2012.  He also asked for volunteers to review version prior to publication.  Mr. Jones, Mr. Zollars, Ms. Ray, Ms. Munson and Mr. Precht all volunteered.  Ms. McQuade noted that the updated materials order form now allows non-members to order individual standards resulting from the DSM and Smart Grid efforts.  

10. 2012 Annual Plan Review and Vote Approve

Mr. Precht reviewed the results of the 2012 annual plan review and the proposed annual plan.  Through review, modifications were made to the proposed annual plan.  Mr. Jones moved to adopt the 2012 Retail Annual Plan as revised and Mr. Novak seconded the motion.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition. 11. Board of Directors, Board Committee and Regulatory Updates

Board Updates: Ms. McQuade encouraged participants to review the minutes from the June 23, 2011 Board of Directors meeting.  She noted that the strategic panel did an excellent job of preparing the Board for potential items that may be directed to NAESB in the future.  The panel included Michelle Foss, Shelia Hollis, Annabelle Lee, Joelle Ogg, Kathleen Magruder, Sue Tierney and Rick Smead.

Ms. McQuade referred the participants to the material prepared in the EC book and noted that information about the activities of the Board Critical Infrastructure Committee and the Board Certification Committee have been included.  She asked if anyone had any questions regarding any Board activities.   She also noted the large number of reports and comments NAESB has filed with the FERC and other organizations during the previous quarter.   

12. Other Business

Ms. McQuade urged participants to review the 2012 schedule.      

13. Adjourn

Mr. Jones moved to adjourn the meeting.  The meeting adjourned at 12:00 pm Eastern.
