	Discussion:
	· Ms. McQuade provided an overview of the Retail Quadrants restructuring efforts.  The proposed restructuring changes were sent out for comment and none were received.  The Retail Quadrants are allowed to change their segment structure without Board approval.  The Board will be asked to approve a reduction in the minimum number of members required in each segment from 40 to 20.  This change may also require a change to governing documents.  Mr. Koogler noted that the new structure will better accommodate a variety of efforts, including DSM-EE.  Ms. McQuade said that NAESB could receive acknowledgement by the Department of Energy in regards to work done in relation to the stimulus package which could lead to an increase in membership.  She also noted that state regulators have been approached to join NAESB.  NARUC has agreed to pay the membership dues of any state regulators.  
· The Version 1.1 publication has been scheduled for completion in the second quarter of 2009.  All standards will be ratified by the date of publication and EC actions will be taken one month prior, to publication, all subcommittee actions will be taken three months prior to publication.  Ms. Rager has a draft of the document and is currently editing it.  It will be sent out for review shortly.  The publication is still on target to be completed by the end of June.  Ms. McQuade noted that the Wholesale Gas Quadrant (WGQ) is scheduled to publish their next version in September of 2009 so it is important that the Retail Quadrants meet the second quarter deadline.
· Mr. Precht reviewed the Customer Choice work.  The Retail Business Practice Subcommittee (BPS) continues to work on Annual Plan item 4 and plan to vote it out of the subcommittee at the next meeting.  Annual Plan item 8 has no process flow charts at the moment.  Work has begun to create these charts.  It is anticipated that this work will be complete by the end of the second quarter.  The technical work for Customer Information, Customer Inquiries, Customer Enrollment, Texas Registration Model and Billing and Payments are all underway.  Work for Annual Plan items 10, 11 and 12 have not begun.
· Ms. Cummings provided a review of the Retail DSM-EE efforts.  The Retail work group continues to meet every other week to review the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ) standards as the basis for the Retail recommendation.  Mr. Precht noted that several white papers have been reviewed by the Retail work group to help guide their work.  The group anticipates completion of a draft recommendation in the second quarter of 2009.  The WEQ recommendation ratification period ended on March 16.  The standards passed ratification.  The NAESB office is working to schedule DSM-EE subcommittee meetings to begin the work of creating more technical WEQ standards.  
· Ms. McQuade reviewed the other Board agenda items, which include an update on FERC Order No. 890; the publication schedules of the WGQ and the WEQ; NAESB’s efforts related to the stimulus bill; a review of the Advisory Council meeting; the budget and finances.
