Dear Retail Structure Review Committee,
A Retail Structure Review Committee conference call was scheduled to be held on January 29, 2009 to continue discussions concerning the restructuring of the Retail Quadrants.  Due to a lack of participation, the meeting was deemed a working session and the Committee Chair and NAESB leadership determined that a follow up meeting should be scheduled from 2:00 pm to 4:00 pm Mountain Standard time on February 4, 2009 to continue discussions.  This meeting is to immediately follow the Retail Quadrants joint Executive Committee meeting.  Mr. Booe served as the counsel for the working session.  The notes below serve as the record for the working session.

	Administrative
	· Due to a lack of participation the meeting was deemed a working session.

	Working Session Discussion
	· Mr. Boswell responded to the questions generated during the previous session.  In response to the question concerning the creation of segments offering an unequal number of Board or EC seats, Mr. Boswell stated that the NAESB Bylaws require the number of available seats in each segment of a Quadrant be equal.  He stated that the parity requirement enforces a balanced voting structure.  Mr. Boswell also noted that the creation a state regulator segment would be permissible.  Ms. McQuade noted that the organization allows state and federal regulatory authorities and consumer advocacy groups to join NAESB and hold Board and EC seats at a discounted rate.  Mr. Minneman stated that he believes the involvement of state regulatory agencies would bolster participation and membership in both Quadrants.  Ms. McQuade stated that the National Association of Regulatory Utility Commissioners (“NARUC”) has in the past offered to pay the membership fees as well as travel expenses for state commissioners and staff willing to join NAESB and participate in NAESB.  Ms. McQuade stated that she would discuss this policy with Chuck Gray at the upcoming NARUC meeting in February to confirm that it is still supported by NARUC.  Mr. Boswell noted that the discounted membership fee is also offered to former state commissioners. 
· Mr. Newcomb stated that several Curtailment Service Providers have been participating in the DSM/EE effort.  The participants discussed a segment structure that would provide incentive for the Curtailment Service Providers as well as other DSM/EE participants to become members.  Mr. Koogler advised that creating a structure focused on a single issue will be problematic in the future after the issue is addressed.  Mr. Boswell noted that the segments could also be structured geographically.  Ms. McQuade stated that she would work with Mr. Booe and develop some segment structure options for the participants to discuss at a subsequent meeting.
