	Review the Report to the SGIP Governing Board: PAP10 Plan 
	Mr. Nelson provided a review of the Report to the SGIP Governing Board: PAP 10 Plan.  The report to the Governing Board was created in response to the Governing Board’s request prior to the May SGIP meetings to develop a consensus plan and expedited schedule for production of a standard for consumer energy usage information.  The report identified NAESB as the SDO to develop the requested standard by the end of this year.  Mr. Kalish asked if the scope of the activity reaches both the wholesale and retail markets.  Mr. Nelson stated that his interpretation is that the focus will be on the retail market by could be expanded into the wholesale market.  Mr. Cox stated that he will address this question in agenda item three.  Ms. Makoui asked what the Governing Board envisioned as the end product of the project or what was meant by “which can be deemed successfully complete at that time” in the report.  Mr. Nelson responded that end product is an information model.  Ms. Wesley added that end product will be an information model that has been approved through the NAESB process.  Mr. Hodges noted that the SGIP will review the work product to ensure that it meets the requirements of PAP 10.

	Review the PAP 10 Requirements Document
	Mr. Cox reviewed the PAP 10 Requirements Document.  He stated the requirements for PAP 10 originated from section 5.3 of the NIST Interoperability Roadmap and have been reviewed and approved by a consensus of the PAP 10 participants.  He reviewed each section and noted that section 3.9 is the key to what should be created and supported by the NAESB PAP 10 Task Force.  Mr. Cox stated, in response to Mr. Kalish’s previous question, that the measurement and verification pieces could include both wholesale and retail market customers and probably should have the involvement of both quadrants.  Mr. Hodges noted that the recommendation will likely be retail focused but that it is too early to limit the standards application.  Ms. McQuade stated that the FERC is watching the standards development process for PAP 10 very closely and that it would be in wholesale market participants’ interest to remain engaged in the effort.  Mr. Calhoon asked Ms. McQuade for more detail about the NAESB IPR policy.  Ms. McQuade agreed to address Mr. Calhoon’s question off line.  Mr. Hodges emphasized the importance of meeting requirements described in the document reviewed by the group, as it will likely serve as the score card for the SGIP to measure the standard’s success.  

	Review the PAP 10 Tiger Team White Paper
	Mr. Burn’s reviewed the Slides Submitted by EnerNex describing the Tiger Team effort and results.  Mr. Burn’s noted that the goal of the Task Force is to develop an information model that can be used by a variety of products.  Mr. Hodges stated that standard needs to be implementable across the United States, regardless of jurisdictions with differing meters.  Mr. Crimmins asked how many XML schemas would be produced from the model.  Mr. Burns responded that goal is to develop one object called the energy use information model with a data structure that can be passed around to satisfy all use cases.  Mr. Kalish asked how other organizations intend to use the model once adopted by NAESB.  Mr. Burns stated that the model should be incorporated into the CIM and that ASHRAE and other organizations will develop coordinated models.  Mr. Considine noted that the OASIS Technical Committees and the Open ADR group should coordinate with the completed model as well.  

	Review NAESB Primer and Segment Structures
	Ms. McQuade reviewed the NAESB Primer, which provided the history of NAESB and it’s current organizational structure, bylaws and procedures.  Ms. McQuade noted that NAESB set up a distribution list specifically for the PAP 10 Task Force, as well as, an email exploder for people that are not just monitoring the effort but actually participating and taking assignments.  Mr. Booe reviewed the Memo on NAESB Segment Structure and Voting Procedures and provided a tour of the NAESB website and the PAP 10 Task Force web page.

	Next Meeting/Assignments
	Ms. McQuade asked the participants if they had any ideas for next steps or items to include on the agenda for the next meeting.  Ms. Wesley stated that she would provide some administrative template documents that have been utilized by other NAESB subcommittees to move a assignments forward.  Ms. McQuade stated that she will provide a format document for the recommendation and will included work from the Tiger Team white paper as a starting point for further development.  Mr. Precht stated that he will also provide a one page instructional on the organization of the retail publications that was created with the demand response effort was initiated in NAESB.  Mr. Burns stated that he would be happy to take a look at all of these documents prior to the meeting and help where needed.  Ms. McQuade requested that the work papers be submitted to the NAESB office by close of business Friday.  Mr. Moise asked if NAESB has reached out to other groups to request participation.  Mr. Booe stated that the announcement of the creation of the Task Force was sent to the NAESB membership, the NAESB Smart Grid and DSM-EE distribution lists, and the SGIP PAP 10 participants.  Ms. McQuade suggested that Mr. Moise submit a list and contact information of other groups he wished to engage.
