	Review of Draft Recommendation Template
	Ms. McQuade provided a review of the Draft Recommendation Template and explained the purpose of each section and its components.  She noted the voting thresholds for the different actions provided in recommendations and explained the numbering scheme for the NAESB Retail Electric Quadrant publication.  Mr. Burns asked Ms. McQuade to explain which sections of the recommendation would be made freely available, not subject NAESB copyright restrictions.  Ms. McQuade responded that the model itself will be made freely available and suggested adding language to the supporting documentation explaining the distinction.  

	Review of Updated Draft Recommendation Template
	Ms. McQuade introduced Mr. Van Ausdall and thanked Xtensible Solutions for their participation and willingness to volunteer as the lead editor of the PAP 10 recommendation.  Mr. Van Ausdall reviewed his affiliations with the various groups involved in smart grid standards development and presented the NAESB PAP10 Draft Recommendation Template - Version 2.  Mr. Moise asked if the model would be applicable to natural gas transactions as well as electric.  Mr. Van Ausdall responded that the model is initially directed to the electric market but may be expanded to water and gas.  Ms. McQuade suggested adding language to the recommendation so that it is clear that the standard is meant to flexible and can be expanded to additional markets.  Mr. Burns stated that he will coordinate the recommendation with the PAP 10 requirements and potentially add them as a section.  Mr. Van Ausdall requested that the participants begin reviewing the documents and look for areas where they can contribute.  Mr. Cox stated that the recommendation needs to be coordinated with the NAESB Glossary.  Mr. Precht suggested posting the Retail Working Glossary for the next meeting as a work paper.  Mr. Cox volunteered to draft language to define the type of information that needs to be included in Section 18.3 – Business Practices.  Mr. Van Ausdall asked if it would be beneficial to create subgroups to address each section.  Ms. McQuade noted that time is limited and that developing subgroups for each section may delay the process.  Ms. Zientara asked what tool would be used to develop the model.  Mr. Van Ausdall stated that the SGIP Tiger Team used Enterprise Architect and that it can be viewed in html format and Microsoft Word.  The participants discussed the necessity of ensuring that the comments and modifications that are made to the tables contained in 18.4.2 are reflected in the model.  Mr. Burns undertook to incorporate the preliminary work of the Tiger Team and questioned whether the section addressing the messaging format was out of scope (18.4.2.4).  Ms. McQuade noted that it may be considered out of scope and suggested that it be included in a phase two effort if necessary.  The participants supported her suggestion.  Mr. Van Ausdall volunteered to address the sections that had not been assigned to other participants before the next meeting.  Ms. McQuade asked the co-chairs if they felt comfortable with the direction the recommendation was taking.  Ms. Wesley, Mr. Ramsay, Ms. Dinges, Mr. Tobin and Mr. Koch responded affirmatively.  Mr. Burns stated that subcommittee should develop an interface description of the model.  Mr. Zhou supported Mr. Burns’ comment but suggested it be included as a reference rather than a mandated schema.  Mr. Precht volunteered to modify some of the formatting in section 18.1 and add some standards language and noted that REQ 18.7 needs to be added as an appendix.
