	Review of Revised Recommendation
	Mr. Van Ausdall stated that he made modifications to the recommendation as discussed in the previous meeting and incorporated the suggested modifications proposed by Mr. Precht.  Mr. Precht reviewed the modifications he proposed to the PAP10 Business Practices and Information Model v01 and discussed the process the Retail Quadrant typically follows to develop definitions.  The participants noted that the definitions must be coordinated and requested that a link to the Retail Working Glossary be posted on the top of the PAP 10 web page.  

Mr. Van Ausdall reviewed REQ.18.3 and noted that it still needs to be addressed.  Mr. Cox undertook to provide some draft language for the next meeting.  Mr. Burns reviewed the requirements section of the recommendation in section REQ.18.4.  He stated that the requirements seem to request more than a static model.  Mr. Cox stated that the model is simply and seed standard and should not be overly complicated.  Mr. Winkler asked if the recommendation clearly explains that model will not standardize communication methods.  The participants agreed that a decision needs to be made on the issue and clearly stated in the recommendation.  Returning to the requirements, Mr. Koch stated that he is concerned that the requirements are similar to marketing statements.  Mr. Cox recommended that he and Mr. Burns review the requirements offline and determine if they need to be modified prior to the next meeting.  Mr. Van Ausdell provided a review of the model details and REQ.18.5.  Ms. McQuade briefly described the governance language included in REQ.18.6.  Mr. Van Ausdall and the co-chairs asked the participants for feedback on the proposed recommendation.
Mr. Winkler noted that Executive Summaries in addition to Introductions are not typically included in WEQ recommendations.  Mr. Koch requested that Mr. Winkler propose a solution to for combining the sections during the next meeting.  Mr. Kotting stated that it should be made clear that the standard is an optional data model, only to be used if the information described is provided.  The participants agreed to look at the recommendation prior to the next meeting and be prepared to suggest improvements.

	Review of Recommendation as Applicable to the Retail and Wholesale Markets
	Mr. Winkler suggested that a caveat be added to the recommendation noting that not all information is applicable to both the retail and wholesale market.  He stated that there is a very small group of large energy consumers that settle directly with the ISO.  The participants discussed the applicability of the standard to the wholesale market and agreed to bring back comments on the item at the next meeting.

	Review of Recommendation in light of the SGIP PAP 10 Requirements
	Mr. Burns reviewed the PAP 10 Requirements Document and explained that the requirements define what is expected of the subcommittee.  Ms. McQuade stated that during the meetings moving forward we should ask the representatives of the various stakeholders participating in the effort if they believe that the recommendation is meeting their expectations.  Mr. Burns stated that he would undertake to develop a requirements document that includes verification that the requirements are being met.   The participants discussed including the document as an implementation guide or as an appendix.
