As requested during the July 26, 2010 Smart Grid Standards Subcommittee on PAP 10 special conference call and discussed during the July 27, 2010 Smart Grid Standards Subcommittee on PAP 10 conference call, a subsequent conference call has been scheduled on Friday July 30, 2010 from 3:30 pm to 4:30 pm Central to continue discussions concerning the applicability of the PAP 10 draft standards to the wholesale electric market, taking into account the requirements of the recent June board resolution.
  This call should provide you with an opportunity to better understand the recommendation and its language. The outcome of this meeting should be the input of the wholesale electric market to the NAESB wholesale electric quadrant leaders
 of the Smart Grid PAP 10 subcommittee, so they can best represent your interests.

The schedule of meetings and deliverables is attached to the agenda for this conference call.  As you can see from the schedule, it is extremely aggressive, so if you do have comments, you should get them in early and not wait until the wholesale electric quadrant Executive Committee meeting to submit changes for consideration.  As many groups are depending on our work, you would provide a service to the industry by alerting us early in the process of your issues rather than towards the end of the process.  By doing so, your issues can be addressed in sufficient time.
