	Review Draft Recommendation
	Ms. Wesley provided a review of the draft recommendation and update of the subcommittee’s progress. She also noted the subcommittee’s schedule and encouraged participation by other NAESB WEQ members.  
Mr. Winkler provided a summary of the ISO New England comments on the recommendation and noted three areas that need to be discussed in modified – (1) the format of the recommendation needs to be modified to more closely resemble WEQ recommendations, (2) a number of the business practices in section 18.4 should be converted to principles in section 18.1 and (3) a decision about the inclusion or exclusion of a normative schema within the recommendation.  Mr. Skiba stated that the standard should not get to the level of specifying tools.  Mr. Coe stated that citing specific software would cause serious compliance issues.

Next, Mr. Tillman reviewed the comments developed by Southern Company and discussed them with the participants.

Ms. Wesley again encouraged WEQ members to review the recommendation and to provide comments during the informal comment period.
