	Review SGIP PAP 10 Conference Call
	Mr. Burns quickly reviewed the results of the SGIP PAP 10 meeting held on August 16, 2010.  He stated that he provided a review of the draft recommendation for the participants and encouraged participation within NAESB.

	Review of Submitted Informal Comments 
	Mr. Hodges asked all participants that submitted comments during the informal comment period to briefly (within 10 minutes) provide a high level review of the substantive issues identified.  Hypertek, Future DOS R&D, TC9 Inc., Reliant, Southern Company, PJM Interconnection, Cox Software Architects, NIST and Exelon all presented their comments through a high level walk through.  The submitted comments, including the comments reviewed by the participants can be found in the meeting materials section below.  The participants identified two common key issues through review of the comments that must be resolved before moving forward; (1) the structure of the recommendation related to Section REQ.18.1/WEQ-019.1 Principles and (2) the disposition of the core model proposed by Bill Cox.  

	Review Comment Response Process 
	Mr. Hodges recommended that the participants hold a meeting on August 24, 2010 to address the two common key issues identified in the comments and assign specific comments to teams for resolution.  The group agreed and also agreed to review the comment resolutions provided by the teams on Friday, August 27, 2010.  The subcommittee is still scheduled to vote on the recommendation on Tuesday, August 31, 2010.  

	Review Core Model proposal from Cox Software Architects
	Mr. Cox provided a review of his proposal to adopt a simplified core information model rather than the model proposed in the current draft recommendation.  Mr. Sturek stated that he is not sure if the core model proposed will map to Smart Energy 2.0.  Mr. Cox responded that the proposed model’s structure is closely related to the CIM Guidelines.  Mr. Winkler stated that the proposed model should only be considered if it adds value to the recommendation.  The participants discussed the value of adding to the core model to the current model and presenting both in the recommendation.  After further discussion, the Mr. Burns and Mr. Sturek agreed to meet offline and develop some language that would allow the core model to be included in the recommendation in a manner that would not confuse users of the model.
