Thank you for the opportunity to comment on 2010 WEQ Annual Plan Item 6(d) and 2010 REQ Annual Plan Item 9(d).

I only have one small comment.  WEQ-019.4.1.20 and REQ.18.4.1.20 both define a UsageSummary to include the following:

I am assuming that the Last Year values are being provided to allow consumers to compare their current consumption to last year’s value.  Since weekends have very different load profiles than weekdays, it seems that it would make more sense to compare a day this year to the same day of the week last year instead of the same date last year.  

For example, if you were to compare October 2, 2010 to October 2, 2009, you would be comparing a Saturday to a Friday.  During leap years, the problem becomes even worse.  If we compared October 6, 2012 to October 6, 2011, you would be comparing a Saturday to a Thursday.  Over a four year period, you would be comparing weekends to weekdays slightly over 1/3 of the time.

Would it make more sense to report the last year values for the same day of the week last year instead?  Using the examples above, for Saturday October 2, 2010 you would report the last year value for Saturday, October 3, 2009.  For Saturday October 6, 2012, you would report the last year value for Saturday, October 8, 2011.
