	Discussion 
	Mr. Booed asked if any of the participants had any updates to provide related to the activities of the ZigBee Alliance, the IEC or ASHRAE.  Aside from the organizations activities, Mr. Cox noted that he has found a few corrections that should be made to some attributes contained in the EUI Model.  He also stated that he opposes making any substantive modifications to the Model as there are a number of organizations and vendors building products to conform to the current version.  Mr. Burns stated that he has identified a few modifications that could be made to better coordinate with the IEC CIM and the ESPI recommendation under ratification.  Ms. Wesley asked if the modifications Mr. Cox and Mr. Burns have identified are substantive or something that could be handled through the minor correction process.  Mr. Skiba stated that a determination as to how the proposed modifications should be processed is premature, as they have not been officially proposed through a work paper or a white paper.  Mr. Burns agreed to develop a work paper for a subsequent meeting and incorporate the correction noted by Mr. Cox.  The participants recommended that a call for modifications be distributed to the PAP working group within the SGIP and that plenty of time be allowed for review prior to the meeting.  It was agreed that Mr. Burns would develop a white paper over the next few weeks and distribute it to the SGIP PAP 10 working group as well as the NAESB subcommittee and allow a few additional weeks for review and additional comments.   After the sufficient time has been allowed, the subcommittee will hold a meeting to review the proposals and make a determination regarding the proper process to follow for adoption.
