	Updates on Assignments Made During Previous Conference Calls


	Mr. Booe noted that Mr. Northey is unavailable for the conference call and that Mr. Northey had indicated in a previous discussion that he was aware of the urgency to finish the PAP 3 document.  Mr. Booe undertook to contact Mr. Northey after the meeting to discuss the results.  Mr. Burke stated that he has not yet finished the PAP 9 wholesale document and is expecting input from other sources he has not received.  Ms. Pratt stated the participants contributing to the actors and definition list had a call on Monday and reviewed a relationship diagram of how the actors in the retail and wholesale market interact with each other.  To develop the diagram the actors in both wholesale and retail were mapped to a master list of actors.  Mr. Burke suggested that the actors contained and in the PAP 4 and PAP 3 documents be included, so that all of the recommendations remain consistent.  Ms. Pratt stated that she would like to get involved with the retail effort and present the diagram that she created.  Mr. Considine reminded the participants to keep DER as a consideration as the documents are developed.

	NIST/SGIP PAPs 3, 4 and 9 Conference Call
	Mr. Cox provided a brief update of the NIST/SGIP conference call on PAPs 3, 4, 9 and 10.  Mr. Hodges stated that holding weekly of even bi-weekly NIST/SGIP update calls may not be efficient as it takes away from the time the participants can invest in the actual standards development work through other organizations.  Mr. Holmberg stated that the conference calls are intended to ensure coordination and provide information for those working in other areas.  Mr. Hodges agreed that the meetings were essential but suggested limiting the number of meetings and the amount of time they require.

	Discussion on PAP 10
	Mr. Cox provided a presentation on the PAP 10 effort and asked the participants if they had any questions.  Ms. Zientara noted that the Open HAN is not restricted to residences as referenced in the presentation.  Mr. Longcore state that the presentation did not refer to the work on Open ADE or the Smart Energy Profile (“SEP”) 2.0 and asked why they were left out.  Mr. Cox stated that Open HAN provides a set of requirements and that SEP 2.0 covers some usage information but the intention of the presentation was to determine what other usage information is being provided by utilities.  Mr. Hodges noted that slide 10 is not currently on the Twiki and stated that a better approach to addressing PAP 10 might be to jump straight to task T6 and have NAESB harmonize the existing standards.  Mr. Considine stated that goal was to reach out first and gather requirements before delivering a final product.  Mr. Longcore stated that the participants in PAP 10 need a common understanding as to how decisions affecting the PAP are made.  Mr. Hodges stated that NAESB is perfectly suited to address task 6 and could be done in parallel with objectives 3 and 4. Mr. Considine stated that NAESB is the place where energy providers can explain what they need but that facilities people and other end nodes should be developing the use cases.  He also stated that Open ADE may be a short term answer but that whatever is developed through PAP 10 should meet the needs of the end node participants.  Mr. Cox stated that regardless of the other tasks that NAESB is the organization that should gather the current practices.
