	Status updates on PAPs 3, 4 and 9
	Mr. Northey provided a quick status update of the NAESB SGTF Requirements Specification for NIST PAP03 document.  The participants offered a few suggested modifications to the document and agreed to review the document more thoroughly prior to the next meeting.  Mr. Northey stated that he will normalize the vocabulary and actors once agreed upon by the task force.

Mr. Burke reviewed the PAP 09 Wholesale document progress.  He stated that the PAP 9 document also needs to be normalized with the common actors and vocabulary once agreed upon by the Task Force.  Ms. Pratt stated that the consolidated actors and definitions list should be completed and posted by Friday afternoon.

Mr. Koch stated that, as of this week, all of the gaps have been filled and the document should be ready for presentation and vote once the actors and definitions have been added.

	R. Burke, ISO New England work paper presentation
	Mr. Burke presented two work papers which propose data elements to be used in the retail PAP 9 document (summary and data elements).  He stated that the purpose of the work papers is to give those involved in the development of the PAP 9 retail recommendation a look into how the wholesale side has developed data elements.  Mr. Koch stated that he reviewed the work papers and that many of Mr. Burke’s proposed data elements have been incorporated in some form into the retail document.  Mr. Longcore stated that this work is exactly what is needed as part of the Task Force’s phase two effort.  Ms. Pratt asked if OASIS wanted the Task Force to explicitly create all of the necessary data elements to be used in their technical standards.  Mr. Considine stated that the OASIS technical committee would like for the Task Force to provide as much information as possible.  Mr. Longcore reminded the participants that groups other than OASIS will need to review and use the work of the Task Force.  Mr. Burke asked what level of detail is expected.  Mr. Longcore stated that it is probably not necessary for the Task Force to be too detailed but that a certain level of detail or precision is necessary for the work to be useful to others.  

	PAP 10 Discussion
	Mr. Booe stated that the modifications to the PAP 10 task table that were discussed during the previous call have been submitted to Mr. Cox and that should be discussed and approved at the next NIST/SGIP PAP 10 conference call.
