	Mr. Booe welcomed the participants on the phone.  Mr. Booe provided the antitrust guidance and reviewed the agenda for the meeting.  Mr. Kotting moved to adopt the agenda excluding agenda item number three and Ms. Zientara seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition

	Vote on NAESB SGSTF Requirements Specification for NIST PAP 04
	Mr. Booe quickly reviewed the NAESB SGSTF Requirements Specification for NIST PAP 04 and asked the participants if they had any modifications or comments. No comments or modifications were offered.  Ms. Hertzog made a motion to approve the document and post it for a thirty day formal comment period.  Ms. Knox seconded the motion.  The participants reviewed the Smart Grid Standards Task Force Voting Announcement to determine their appropriate quadrant and segment within the NAESB structure in preparation for the vote on the document.  Mr. Booe noted that the document would be formatted to conform with other NAESB standards recommendations but would not be substantively modified.  The participants took a roll call vote on the motion and the motion passed unanimously. [V 1].

	NAESB SGSTF Requirements Specification for NIST PAP 03
	Mr. Northey provided an update of the status of the NAESB SGSTF Requirements Specification for NIST PAP 03 and noted that he would complete the document and have it posted prior to the next meeting.  Mr. Booe asked if there was anything that the Task Force could do to help.  Mr. Northey suggested having a conference call on Monday or Tuesday to wrap up the document.  Mr. Booe stated that he would reserve a conference line and make an announcement requesting participation.

	Proposed Terms and Definitions for Actors for NIST Pap 09 and 03
	Ms. Pratt reviewed the Proposed Terms and Definitions for Actors for NIST Pap 09 and 03 document.  She stated that she envisioned the document being included as an appendix to the use case and requirements standards or referenced in the same way as the IRC Demand Response Matrix in the NAESB Demand Response Measurement and Verification standards.  She noted that the actor roles, proposed terms and definitions should be included with the standards but the actor list detail and actor mapping spreadsheets should be used as reference documents for the development of the terms, roles and definitions.  Mr. Kotting stated that the list detail and actor mapping spreadsheets are very valuable documents that should not be disregarded.  Mr. Booe noted that the document will remain on the NAESB website indefinitely and will be available to members and non-members.  He also stated that he received and email from Mr. Phillips of Alabama Municipal Electric Authority recommending that the language “and oversight” be added to the Local Authorities definition as it is in the State Authorities definition.  The participants agreed to the modification.  Ms. Zientara commended Ms. Scott on the document and moved to adopt it as an appendix to the use case and requirements standards developed in response to the NIST PAPs.  Mr. Colmer seconded the motion.  The participants took a roll call vote on the motion and the motion passed unanimously. [V 2].   

	PAP 10 Discussion
	Mr. Booe noted that NAESB has been asked to take several assignments from PAP 10 and that the expected completion dates for the assignments have not been set.  He asked for volunteers to review the assignments and take a leadership role as the Task Force addresses the PAP 10 items.  Mr. Kotting, Mr. Leppitsch and Ms. Zientara stated that they would be interested in helping with the effort but not in a leadership role.  Ms. McQuade stated that NAESB could ask its membership for volunteers.  The participants agreed to review the PAP 10 task table and to continue the discussion at the next meeting.  

	Next Steps
	Mr. Burke stated that the he would incorporate the approved actors and definitions into the PAP 9 – wholesale document and have it posted prior to the meeting on February 5, 2010.  Mr. Koch stated that he would contact Mr. Zhou and begin incorporating the actors as well.
